Careers in Creative and Digital Media

Many careers in Creative and Digital Media are accessible without a degree, with employers often valuing creativity and
hands-on experience as much as formal qualifications. However, highly technical roles such as video game development
and film editing typically require a university degree. As of 2026, 74% of the creative workforce hold a Level 4 qualification
or higher, compared to 46% across the wider economy, with the figure rising to 81% in the video games sector. There are still
excellent opportunities for those entering with lower-level qualifications, especially when paired with strong personal skills
and real-world experience. The UK creative industries now support 2.4 million jobs, including permanent and self-employed
roles across film, TV, music, performing arts, and digital services.

There are plenty of opportunities open to you.
Here are just a few ideas:

There is huge variation in esports Coach
salaries, with most non-athlete salaries
falling anywhere between £27-£33k. For
example, NLC coaching monthly rates
(the top level of UK League of Legends)
varies widely with top teams offering
£1,000 to £2,000, while the average
wage for an esports Event Organiser is
around £28k p.a.; as many Floor
Managers work on a freelance basis,
